2. CSIM Service Award Ceremony
CSIM Service Award is presented to Prof. Nelson Fonseca, former CSIM TC Chair.
3. Minutes of ICC’07 meeting

The committee approves the minutes of the meeting held during ICC’07.

4. GITC / TAC reports
Nelson Fonseca and Michael Devetsikiotis present a report from GITC meeting held in Washington DC. Main point is related to the definition of guidelines for workshops and tutorials held in conjunction with ICC and Globecom.
Fabrizio Granelli illustrates the main points from TAC meeting:

· Wireless Communication Engineering Technology (WCET): a certification program from ComSoc, currently in phase II (editor / writers selection); contact persons: Jean Niblett, Celia Desmond, Jack Howell
· ComSoc standards (CSIM standards liason is F. Granelli):
a) P1900 Cognitive Radio -> SCC41 (new projects by TCs are welcome)
b) P1901 Broadband over PowerLine / P1775
c) Next Generation Services Overlay Networks (NGSON); contribution by TCs for additional review experts (ComSoc liason: M. Ulema)
d) ComSoc/ITU-T Interfacing (Kaleidoscope 2008)
e) Global Earth Observation System of Systems (GEOSS) (participation by TCs is welcome)

· Emerging Technologies TC: next meeting the sub-committees will be continued / stopped / transformed into TCs

· TC Recertification: 2 new TCs: Tactical Communications and Operations, ComSoc History (proposal); next recertification will start in 2009 and be finalized in 2010

5. Globecom 2007
CSIM sponsored Symposium on “Performance Modeling, QoS and Reliability” (Co-chairs: F. Granelli – P. Lorenz). Globally, 2556 submissions, with 39,4% acceptance rate. For the symposium, 155 submissions, accepted 54 oral papers and 5 posters (10 sessions). Acceptance rate: 37,5 %.
6. CAMAD 2007

CAMAD 2007 was held in Athens in conjunction with PIMRC 2007 (General Chair: Harry Skianis). 32 submissions, 19 accepted papers.

7. ICC 2008

ICC 08 will be held in Beijing, May 19–23, 2008. Globally, acceptance rate: 33% oral + poster per symposium. CSIM TC co-sponsors the Symposium on “Communications QoS, Reliability, and Performance Modeling” (Co-chairs: H.Ueda, N. Fonseca, A. Jamalipour).  

8. CAMAD 2008

CAMAD 2008 will be held in conjunction with ICC 2008 as a full day workshop (General Chair: C. Huang, TPC Co-Chairs: F. Granelli, J. Li). Submission deadline: Dec. 20th, 2007, website: http://dit.unitn.it/~camad08/

9. Globecom 2008

Globecom 2008 will be held on Nov 30-Dec 4, 2008 at New Orleans. CSIM co-sponsors the Symposium on “Communications Quality of Service, Reliability, and Performance Modeling” (Co-Chairs: F. Granelli, T.Tsuboi). Submission deadline: Mar. 15th, 2008.

10. ICC 2009

ICC 2009 will be held on June 14-18, 2009 in Dresden (Germany). CSIM co-sponsors the Symposium on “Communications QoS, Reliability and Modelling Symposium” (Co-Chairs: Hiromi Ueda, Nelson Fonseca, Ralf Lehnert).

11. CAMAD 2009

CAMAD 2009 will be organized as a stand-alone event in Pisa (General Chair: Stefano Giordano). The idea is to hold it in Sept. 10-11, 2009, or just before ICC 2009 in June, at Hotel Galilei (near to the airport) or downtown.

12. Globecom 2009

Globecom 2009 will be held on Nov. 30-Dec. 4, 2009 at Honolulu, Hawaii. CSIM TC co-sponsors the Symposium on “Communications Quality of Service, Reliability, and Performance Modeling” (Co-Chair: F. Granelli).

13. ICC 2010

ICC 2010 will be probably held in May 2010 in Cape Town, South Africa.

14. CAMAD 2010

No proposals are received yet to organize CAMAD in 2010. Maybe it could be an ICC 2010 workshop.
15. CSIM Special Interest Groups

2 SiGs are currently active, on cross-layering and service modelling. A proposal by A. Pescapè for a SiG on measurements is accepted.

16. Publications and Awards

P. Lorenz underlines that CSIM TC is available to support proposals for special issues on IEEE journals and is looking for qualified members for ComSoc as well as IEEE awards.

M. Obaidat announces his availability as editor-in-chief of “International Journal on Communication Systems” to proposal for special issues from the committee.

17. CAMAD name

The committee received a proposal to modify the name of CAMAD (CSIM flagship event) to “symposium” instead of “workshop”. After detailed discussion, the committee decides to leave the current name in order to explicitly link it to the long life of this successful event.
