After the attendees’ introductions, the minutes of the CSIM committee meeting at GLOBECOM 2000 were discussed and approved. 

The proposed CSIM policies and procedures were discussed. Marco Marsan indicated that the committee’s charter should be a bit less simulation oriented. The proposed policies and procedures were approved. One member abstained.

Conference reports:

ICC 2001: CSIM representative is Pascal Lorenz. He reported that CSIM has two sessions and one workshop. There was a total of 44 paper submitted for these sessions and 16 papers have been accepted. He also reported that there is a general problem with authors not showing up for their presentations. This may be due to financial situations. IEEE should do something about this.

INFOCOM 2001: This was held in Alaska in April 2001. Ajmone Marsan was in the organization committee. Yantai Shu attended the conference. It was pointed out that Alaska is difficult for Europeans to travel to and the choice of conference sites should be convenient for potential attendees.

GLOBECOM 2001: Symeon Papavassiliou represents CSIM on the TPC. He was not available for report. However, Ajmone Marsan reported that he has proposed a symposium on Internet Performance. CSIM is the sponsoring committee for this symposium. There were 68 papers submitted. Ajmone Marsan asked for five sessions for 35 papers. He received approval for 6 sessions instead. He is asking for volunteers to chair sessions.

MILCOM 2001: CSIM members are encouraged to participate. Guy Omidyar is an active participant in MILCOM activities. No report is available.

ICC 2002: The conference will be held in New York – 28 April – 2 May. Oliver Yang is CSIM’s representative to TPC. However, Hussein Mouftah attended the TPC meeting. He reported that 11 symposia are proposed for the conference. Hussein Mouftah has proposed a symposium on Optical Networks. The symposium is being sponsored by CSIM. A workshop is also in works to be held along with the conference.

INFOCOM 2002: The conference will be held in New York – June 23-27. It does not have specific representation from this committee. However, CSIM members are encouraged to submit papers and participate in its activities.

GLOBECOM 2002: The conference will be held in Taipei, Taiwan – November 17-21.  Pascal Lorenz has agreed to be CSIM’s representative. Hussein Mouftah attended the TPC meeting. He reported that 9 symposium titiles have been proposed. These titles include Mouftah’s proposal on Optical Networks, and Marsan’s proposal on Internet Performance. Both have been sponsored by CSIM.

MILCOM 2002: CSIM members are encouraged to participate in this conference.

ICC 2003: The conference will be held in Anchorage, Alaska – May 11-15. A volunteer to needed to represent CSIM on the TPC of this conference.

Mohammad Ilyas requested all members to be pro-active in inviting others to join the committee.

The meeting was adjourned at 7:15PM.
