1. Welcome and Introductions

2. Minutes of Globecom 2005 meeting

The committee approved the minutes of the meeting held during Globecom 2005.
3. TAC Report 

· Nelson Fonseca updates the committee about TAC meeting decisions. Abbas Jamalipour and Stefano Bregni have been appointed to GITC for years 2006-2007. Sergio Benedetto explained the clustering of committees which main objectives are:
· To avoid  as much as possible overlapping/conflicts in their mission charters, areas of interest and Conference/Workshops/Symposia organization

· To obtain a more direct link to the Meetings&Conference Committee 

· To ease the interactions between the Vice President Technical Activities (VP-TA) and the TCs 
TC maintain their independence. The CSIM TC belongs to the cluster Vertical issues in Communications.
All committees will be recertified and attention should be given to the preparation of the recertification report.

4. CSIM Policies and Procedures
The committee unanimously approves the modification of CSIM policies and procedures proposed by N. Fonseca (see attachment).
As a consequence, the constitution of a CSIM eNewsletter (co-editors: Harry Skanis, Steven Wright) and Special Interest Groups are unanimously approved by the attendees. Nelson Fonseca will ask for candidates on the CSIM ML. Regulation on CSIM Awards is unanimously approved. CAMAD and CSIM steering committees are constituted to support CAMAD organizing committees and CSIM officers and to provide directions and suggestions.
5. ICC 2006
ICC 06 Communications, QoS, Reliability and Performance Modeling was 3rd in terms of highest number of submissions (261). 83 accepted papers (39% acceptance rate). For the first year, the symposium was opened by a keynote speaker (Prof. Koichi Asatani), which employed a time slot equal to half a technical session.

6. CAMAD 2006

CAMAD 2006 was a good success, with 19 over 40 papers accepted. The number of registered attendees was 52, besides those who attended the online broadcasting of the event. The workshop had co-sponsorship from SSC TC. Papers will be available through IEEExplore.
7. CAMAD 2007

CSIM received a proposal from Harry Skianis to jointly hold CAMAD 2007 with PIRMC in Athens, in September ‘07. Endorsement from other TCs  as well as ComSoc co-sponsorship of pending. The proposal is approved. The decision of the committee is then to organize it every year.
8. CAMAD 2008
Proposals from Univ. of Minho, Portugal, and from Chang Huang to hold it jointly with ICC 2008 were received. Since organizing CAMAD in China could have relevant benefits (to attract people from Asia, after 2 CAMADs in Europe, and to have additional attendees already registering for ICC’08). The idea is to approve the proposal by Prof. Huang and to select Portugal for the following year (2009).
9. Globecom 2006
CSIM co-sponsors 2 Symposia:
- “Quality, Reliability and Performance Modeling for Networks and Emerging Services”, Co-Chair: Mike Devetsikiotis, 149 submissions, 39% acceptance rate

- “World Class Solutions” Symposium, Co-Chair: Harry Skianis, 53 submissions, 39% acceptance rate

10. ICC 2007

CSIM co-sponsors the “Communications, QoS, Reliability and Performance Modeling Symposium”. Deadline for paper submission is September15th, 2006.
11. Globecom 2007

50th Anniversary of Globecom, to be held at Washington, DC. A proposal for co-sponsoring a symposium was already filed, even if TPC chair have taken no action yet.
12. ICC 2008

It’ll be held in Beijing, China. A proposal was sent and it was preliminary accepted.
13. Globecom 2008

Globecom 2008 is at early state of organization yet. No specific information is available.

14. Publications

New actions against plagiarism. ComMag new Series for practitioner engineers.
There’s a new column proposal for IEEE Communications Magazine by Fabrizio Granelli, which is briefly presented to the committee.

15. Special Issues

CSIM is available to support proposals for special issues on IEEE Communications Magazine, Wireless Networks, Network Magazines, JSAC, other journals and magazines.

16. Standardization Activities
IEEE offers 2 venues for standardization: IEEE-SA and IEEE-ISTO.

CSIM is involved in IEEE P1900 activity. Reference person is Fabrizio Granelli.
17. CSIM web page

Nelson Fonseca will provide Fabrizio Granelli the content of the current CSIM website for updating it and shifting responsibility on its maintenance.
